THE GUNPOWDER PLOT

1605 was the year in which Guy Fawkes and his conspirators plotted to blow up

England’s Houses of Parliament. The thirteen young men got hold of 36 barrels of

gunpowder, which they stored in a cellar underneath the House of Lords. The plot

was foiled when a letter to the plotters was intercepted and brought to the King.

In the early hours of 5 November, the Crown’s forces stormed the cellar, where

they caught Guy Fawkes red-handed with the explosives. Deemed an infamous

traitor, Guy Fawkes was tortured and executed. The notorious Gunpowder Plot is

remembered on 5 November each year, when dummy Guy Fawkes are hitched on

top of bonfires to be burnt.
