Drum Kit Notation Guide


Neutral clef

Music for drum kit is written on a standard 5-line stave. Mostly you will see a neutral clef, or no clef at the start of each stave, 
but occasionally bass or treble clefs are used.


Treble clef Bass clef

Repeat bars & slash notation


This sign indicates that the previous bar is repeated. Numbered bars are used to help you count through a section.
